Music Notes, by Ray Urwin

Padre Giambattista Martini (offertory anthem) was a Franciscan friar, violinist and music teacher 
whose students included the young Mozart and Johann Christian Bach, one of Sebastian’s sons. He 
was a great music collector whose many volumes passed to several major library collections after his 
death. Although a prolific composer, most of his music remains unpublished. Today’s Communion 
music is a setting of the Sequence Hymn, from a collection of movements Bach arranged from 
his own cantatas, printed by a publisher named Schubler late in his life; since they were to be 
published, Bach indicated more than his usual performance directions. The piece was originally 
a duet for soprano and alto, singing the upper parts (right hand) of the organ arrangement, while 
the upper strings played the hymn melody (here played by the pedals). Today’s prelude is a mildly 
contemporary setting of our first hymn; the composer is a professor at Calvin College in Michigan.
